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Millbrook YBC Club Rules
YBC OPENING TIMES

Practice sessions are available after YBC. Any bowler wishing to participate in this must ask one of the Instructors the week prior, to check on availability of this session.

League is from 09:00 – 11:00. Some weeks this may go on a little after 11:00 due to mechanical failures or YBC presentations.

MEMBERSHIP 

The YBC is open to all bowlers up to the age of 19 as at 31st August each bowling year.

MEMBERSHIP FEES

Membership to the Millbrook YBC is currently £4.50 from 1st September 2010 (Reviewed annually by the Executive Committee. From 1st September – 31 August)

Membership of the BTBA is currently £10.50 Junior  £21 Adult  (Reviewed annually by the BTBA. 

From 1st September – 31 August). If bowlers wish to play in Adult leagues outside of the YBC they will be required to have an Adult membership if it is a BTBA Sanctioned League.

The Treasurer prior to 1st September will collect both of the above fees, usually during July and August.

DRESS CODE

Shirts will be worn at all league matches (i.e. every Saturday); failure to do so will result in a 50 pence fine. Continual abuse of this rule may result in a suspension from the league.

Shirts remain the property of the YBC and should a junior leave, their shirt must be returned immediately. Loss, damage or non-return of shirts will result in a £15.00 (Fifteen Pounds) charge to replace the same. A £15 Deposit is required for all new members shirts, the £15 will be returned on receipt of shirt back to the club in good condition.

Dress code for tournaments will be YBC shirts and black trousers. No Denim is to be worn; failure to do this will result in disqualification. Girls are allowed to wear skorts (skirts/shorts). 

Tournament rules may differ and will be advised accordingly.

BEHAVIOUR OF MEMBERS

League members are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner, and must refrain from creating any undue noise or disturbance, which would in any way distract other league members attention, whilst bowling is in progress.

All bowlers are asked to remain on their lanes whilst bowling, if there is a need for them to leave the lanes then an Instructor or Committee member must be asked first.

All bowlers must keep the seating area tidy and free from bowling equipment i.e. stow it away under the seats or where it will not interfere with the walkways.

Mobile phones, i-pods and MP3 players must be SWITCHED OFF not just put on silent, whilst practising or during league matches. Failure to do so will result in confiscation until YBC has finished.

TOURNAMENTS

Selection for tournaments will be based on an individual ability and type of tournament taking place. The instructors will carry out the selection. Only current members of the YBC and BTBA will be eligible for selection. A consent form will be given to any bowler who has been selected, this is to be completed and signed by the parent/guardian and returned by the date specified on it. Failure to do so will result in the bowler not being entered into the tournament. The YBC has to send in application forms sometimes at least 3 months in advance of the date of the tournament, so your assistance is appreciated. Once the Tournament has been booked and dates, costs etc have been finalised a confirmation note will be sent to the parent/guardian to advise of fees and date these need to be in by.

PLAYERS AREA

Only YBC Officials are permitted within the playing area whilst the YBC is in progress. Parents, friend’s etc are requested to use other seating areas around the centre.
